Inquiry process: 


There must be evidence that the student has: 


Asked questions to focus the inquiry into what happens on a marae. 


Collected and recorded information by taking notes from a video, online sources and marae visit. 


Sorted Information including digital photographs, clipart and notes 


Included a generalisation about what happens on a marae in the PowerPoint. 


Completed the PowerPoint presentation and oral presentation. 
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
